Self-Identity

Pupils to identify their own religion and culture, being able to share this with the class. 
Identifying the religion of family, friends and people in your class. Explore the differences between family and friends’ cultures and religion.
Opportunities to look at pupils’ individual likes and dislikes.
Pupils to explore what things are special to them why. 





	
My home

Where is home to me? 
Exploring where I live, naming my street and area of Coventry.
Pupils to explore the languages spoken and foods eaten at home.
Pupils to identify what routines they have in the home, and whether any are based on religion, culture or tradition.
Identify the ways that Pupils worship inside and outside of school. 
Opportunities to explore clothing worn at home linked to culture/religious practices. 

	
Cultural Cuisine
 
Pupils to identify their favourite meals at home at school. Opportunities to cook and try different foods. Exploring foods from different cultures. 
Use what pupils share to plan which meals/foods you can make within the class.
	
Religious stories

Choose two religious stories to study from two different religions of the pupils or staff within your class.
Explore the morals of these stories and if you agree/disagree with them.
Recognise the core values religions share. Role play the stories.
	
Religious worship in Coventry.

Pupils to investigate the different places of worship that we can find in Coventry. Identifying places of worship near to me.
Visiting two contrasting places of worship in Coventry – identifying similarities and differences between the two.
Look at figures and artefacts within the places of worship and why they are used.
	
Exploring Coventry

Opportunities to explore the demographics of different areas of Coventry. 
Pupils to create case studies based on visits to different areas of the city. Pupils to explore the languages spoken in the different areas through visits to shops, high streets, places of worship etc. 
Pupils to explore the predominant cultures of a particular area of the city. Exploring an area of Coventry that is different to their school/home community.

	Photos of local religious places. Photos of the pupil’s homes (All via Google maps)
Pupil background surveys which are available from Key Stage lead.

	Addresses of pupils. Routines that happen can be simple, e.g. breakfast then brush teeth etc…
Pupil can bring in favourite clothing. Favourite thing from home.
	Use previous learning about family’s culture to inform food choices. 
	Explore the concept of ‘The golden rule’ in a religious story (do as to others as you would want being done to yourself)
Break this down into being about what is a good action or a bad action.
	Explore local religious buildings.

	Year 2
	
Me, Myself and I

Pupils to share their religion and culture.
Pupils to explore in detail their special things at home and school. Giving opportunities for the class to try new activities shared by their peers or staff in the class (sporting, music, games etc) and identify if they like or dislike them. 
Showing respect for each other’s opinions.


	
My family

Pupils to identify their family who live with them at home, and why they are important to them.
If applicable, explore their extended family and create a family tree. Examine the countries that the student’s families come from. 
Share their heritage and invite family members in to share their stories.
	
Special routines

Pupils to explore the routines of their households (Weekday and weekends) and identify times of the week that are special to them and why. 
Explore where they see routines in other places (sports, cooking recipes etc). 
Identifying what routines are special to other people in my class and why they are special to them.
Focus on and compare practices from other cultures in the class.
Choose two different cultural practices and identify the key routines that makes them special
	
Cultural stories

Look at two stories from other cultures linked to pupils or staff within the class.
Compare the morals of the stories and see if pupils agree/disagree.
Look at the common themes in these stories. Explore the values that these stories hold and see if different cultures hold the same value.
	
Significant places in Coventry

Pupils to visit significant places within Coventry (both religious and non-religious) and identify what makes them special. 
Explore how faith is shown within the religious settings that you visit (symbols, pictures etc). 
Explore why other places are special culturally.
	
Coventry’s Community

Pupils to explore where they fit into their local community. Identify local religious groups and explore how they impact on the community. 
Compare at least two different areas of Coventry and identify what makes an impact in that community (e.g. Youth groups, sporting grounds, local parks). 
Pupils to identify what would make an area special to them.

	Resources
	Bring in an object that you enjoy.
Use circle time activities to show respect, sharing and taking in turns.
	Create family tree (Those that are at home or extended family)
Look at the cultural aspect of the pupil’s lives. Are they from Coventry or other areas of England?
Do their family have other heritages?
Explore these as part of a class, bringing in games, music and art from other cultures.
	
	Explore the concept of ‘The golden rule’ in a non-religious story (do as to others as you would want being done to yourself).

	Look at where the pupil spend their free time. Do any of them go to youth groups or parks in the local area?

	Year 3
	
I am an expert

Pupils will look to explore what they know about themselves, highlighting important milestones in their life and how they have overcome adversity.
Pupils to become experts on themselves, taking ownership of their own life story.
Opportunities for Pupils to discuss their proudest achievements and bring in trophies, medals, pictures associated with these achievements.






	
Celebrations

Pupils to identify what makes a celebration (e.g. what would they see, eat, hear at a celebration). Opportunities to explore different festivals and celebrations (e.g. Holi, birthdays, christenings and bar mitzvah) identifying key aspects from each.
Pupils to identify and explore important times of the year to them. This can be favourite days of the week, favourite seasons or celebrations. 
Identify family celebrations in the home (e.g. weekly family gatherings, religious celebrations) and how they make us feel. 
Opportunities to recognise that we all celebrate differently.  
	
Cultural celebrations

Recognising the different cultural celebrations of the Pupils within school. 
Focus on the different cultures within class and how they celebrate giving opportunities to compare different cultural practices. Focus on why certain routines are followed. Opportunities to focus on language used in different cultural celebrations. 
	
Storytelling

Pupils to explore what stories are.
Look at the origin of why we have them (exploring the morals that they tell)
Explore how stories are told e.g. word of mouth, TV, social media.
Pupils to compare one religious and one cultural story with the same moral. Explore finding similarities and differences between them.
Is the purpose and outcomes of the stories the same? Is it encouraging the same behaviour?
	
Inspirational figures in Coventry

Profiling important people with different religious and cultural backgrounds who play an important role in the local community (e.g. local MPs)
Opportunities to invite inspirational figures into the school to discuss their beliefs, what motivates them, etc. 
	
Religions in Coventry

Pupils to compare different religious buildings and holy texts. Opportunities to visit different religious settings and identify important aspects to the buildings. 
Explore how (religious) texts influence how we act and behave. Opportunity to visit different religious buildings and ask questions to religious figures. 

	Resources
	Create an ‘all about me’ booklet containing details of pupil’s lives. 
Look at the achievements they have made throughout their lives. What would an achievement be for the pupils in each class? Celebrate these as a class.
Share achievements we are proud of.

	
	Look at different times for celebration. What makes these special.

	Listen to and explore songs, rhymes and stories from cultures and religions different to my own, saying how they link to the way people live their lives.
Build knowledge of a religious or cultural story and how that is celebrated by people of different backgrounds.
Begin talking about the beliefs of others, and identify ‘God’ or ‘Gods’ within their stories.
Explain why someone may not believe in god and how that is okay.
Explore the religions of those not in our class.
Know why it is important to learn about different religions and cultures.
Name someone who is inspiring to me.
Explore how a story makes someone act.
Explore how different festivals and special times are celebrated in different ways, recognising the similarities and differences.
Name an action that has significance in a celebration and say why.
Discuss views and opinions of differing ideologies, showing care and respect for those that hold different beliefs and ideas to our own.
Discuss laws in the community and how religion has its own set of rules.
Know a figure who is a role model to me and can explain why.
Knows what makes someone a ‘good’ person.
Explore milestones within life and how these are celebrated both culturally and religiously.
Explain how milestones are marked within culture and religion.
Name local places of religions and know how faith is shown in these places.
