Assessment Recording and Reporting 
 
Formal/Semi-Formal Core subjects: English, Maths, Science, Computing and PSHE 
The curriculum sets out the sequence of learning and the breakdown of outcomes across the year groups/class groups and at the end of Key Stages.  The progress of individual students for the specific outcomes across the sequence of learning are recorded and measured using the school’s online tracking system Sherbourne Steps (SP indicate Primary levels and SS indicates Secondary levels). Pre-key stage 2 - pupils working below the national curriculum assessment standard 
(publishing.service.gov.uk)Evidence of progress is gathered through photos, videos, pieces of work and observations which are collated in the student’s books/folders. The data is updated termly throughout the year by class teams and the whole school data is gathered and analysed by Head Teacher/Deputy Head Teachers.

In Key Stage 4 and 5 pupils accreditation become their individual record and demonstrates their progress through the course. 
 
Non-Core subjects

The progress of individual students is demonstrated through the specific assessment against learning outcomes each lesson.  This is recorded through a rag rating system (Red being the student has not achieved the outcome, Amber being the student has partially achieved the outcome and Green being the student has fully achieved the outcome) Evidence of this is gathered through photos, videos, pieces of work and observations which are collated in the student’s books/folders. 
 
Pre-Formal Curriculum 
The curriculum sets out the sequence of learning and the breakdown of outcomes across the year groups/classes and at the end of Key Stages. The students are assessed against the Areas of Engagement.
